Liquid Latex Play
1. Why Try Liquid Latex?

a. Can use as clothing
b. Con decorate a body
c. Constricts as it dries
2. When shouldn’t you use Liquid Latex?

a. If you have allergies to latex, ammonia, or sulfur
3. Where does Liquid Latex come from?

a. Tree sap
b. Dries to a natural, clear, light golden brown color

c. Ammonia is added to protect against spoilage

d. Other materials are added to aid in polymerization
4. How much do I need?

a. A pint will cover approximately half the body in 3 coats
b. A quart will cover an entire body in 3 coats
5. How do I prepare the site?
a. Latex does NOT come out of clothing or carpet
b. Drop cloth

c. Several foam brushes

d. Several foam rollers
6. How do you prepare the surface?

a. Want a fairly hairless site

b. Shave
c. Wax

d. Vegetable Oil (differing opinions)

e. Moisturizer
7. Are we ready yet?

a. Open container and allow to vent for five minutes
b. Begin dripping, finger painting, foam brushing, or rollering

c. Keep brushes and rollers saturated with latex to prevent drying

d. Discard brush and roller if latex dries on it

e. Use a brush or roller for smoothest surface
8. How thick do I apply it?

a. Apply in 1-3 coats.  Allow 10 minutes between coats for drying
b. Thicker latex is more durable

c. Latex darkens as it dries

d. Use a hair dryer set on low to speed the drying process

e. Latex will shrinks about 3-4% as it dries, giving you a snug feeling
9. How do I make it look nice?

a. Apply a finishing agent such as SLICK POLISH or STARDUST
b. This will also help it from sticking to itself
10. How long can I keep it on?

a. Varies by the individual
b. Natural sweat will begin to separate the latex from the body
11. How do I take it off?
a. Thicker sheets come off easier
b. Peel from smooth skin

c. Use moisture from shower to release latex from hairier skin
12. What cautions should I consider?
a. Some people have latex, ammonia or sulfur allergies
b. Latex is very corrosive to certain metals such as silver, iron, brass, or bronze

c. Do not use as a contraceptive or prophylactic

d. Use in well ventilated environments
