o. Let a sceneing couple FINISH the scene…. It may include cuddling and winding down
11. What are some of the rules with PRIVATE play parties?

a. By invitation only.  Do not ask to bring a guest unless it was part of your invitation.

b. RSVP…. At least several days in advance.

c. Bring a gift

d. Bring food or beverages

e. Be prompt

f. Location is private.  Names, phone numbers and addresses are too.

g. Ask permission of the DM to watch scenes

h. Be respectful of the host’s home and neighbors.  
i. Don’t be too loud

ii. Don’t come dressed for play, walking up the driveway

iii. Don’t have loud conversations outside

i. Ask to help at the end of the night. 

j. Thank the host for the party.
